・If any of the above should extend beyond the specified field, use a text box.

・In the case of multiple presenters, insert the symbol ○ at the upper left of the Japanese and English names of the actual speaker. 

・Format for describing presenters and affiliations (please enter as shown below):

　Multiple presenters: ○◇◇◇◇, □□□ (△△△ Univ.)

　Multiple presenters and affiliations: ○◇◇◇，××××1(△△ Univ., 1●● Univ.)

(c) Paste figures and tables anywhere within a frame. The same applies to photos (color photos OK). Make the size of text in figures and tables 9-point or larger.
